11:47 Woe to you ! for you build the tombs of the prophets whom your fathers killed: 





11:48 thus you bear witness that you consent in the deeds of your fathers; for they killed them, and you build their sepulchres. ��XLI. 11:49 ON this account also Wisdom saith, Behold, I will send to them prophets and apostles; and of them they will persecute and kill; 





11:50 that the blood of all the prophets which hath been shed from the creation of the world may be required from this generation.
